MATTERS SHALL BE FINAL, SUBJECT TO AN APPEAL TO THE BTBA 
 

4. A PROVISIONAL BALL SHALL BE ROLLED IN THE EVENT OF DISPUTE WHICH CANNOT

FORMAT 
Qualifying: Players bowl 6 games (over 6 pairs of lanes) 

If a further cut is needed players will bowl a further 3 games (over 3 pairs of lanes) and the 
scores after 9 games will count. 

The last qualifying space will be taken by the bowler who has rolled the highest game who has 
not automatically qualified. In the event of a tie their next highest game will count.
